A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF KIRKLAND
ADOPTING THE 2018 PARK LEVY ACCOUNTABILITY REPORT FOR
PROPOSITION 2 - PARKS MAINTENANCE, RESTORATION AND
ENHANCEMENT LEVY.

WHEREAS, in November 2012, Kirkland voters approved
Proposition 2 - Levy for City Parks Maintenance, Restoration and
Enhancement (“Park Levy”); and

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 4365 adopted by the Kirkland City
Council to place Proposition 2 on the ballot described the restricted uses
for the funding as well as the requirement to produce an annual
accountability report documenting actions and the status of the
programs funded by the Park Levy; and

WHEREAS, the submitted 2018 Park Levy Accountability Report
reflects the allocation of Park Levy funds to: 1) park maintenance and
operations (approximately $1.25 million); and 2) annual investment of
approximately $1.25 million for park capital projects; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to adopt the 2018 Park Levy
Accountability Report.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the City Council of the City
of Kirkland as follows:

Section 1. The Kirkland City Council adopts the 2018 Park Levy
Accountability Report attached as Exhibit A and incorporated by this
reference.

Section 2. The Kirkland City Council authorizes the posting of
the 2018 Park Levy Accountability Report on the City website and the
distribution of the Report through community meetings.

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"HE PARKS LEVY SECURED ONGOING FUNDING OF OVER 1,100 HOURS EACH YEAR
FOR LIFEGUARDS AT THREE OF KIRKLAND'S BEACHES.

In 2018, from July 1st through Labor Day, lifeguards were on duty from noon to 6 p.m. daily at Kirkland beaches
where they administered 2,019 swim tests to children under the age of 12, loaned out 441 free lifejackets and
provided water safety to 14,397 swimmers. Lifeguards recorded 50,235 people on the beaches during these

'HE LEVY ENSURES FUNDING FORTHE GREEN KIRKLAND PARTNERSHIP, WHICH
CONTINUES TO RECRUIT MORE THAN 2,000 VOLUNTEERS EACH YEAR.

THE LEVY CONTINUES KIRKLAND’S COMMITMENT TO RESTORING NATURAL GREEN SPACES. The purpose of the
Green Kirkland Partnership is to conserve and restore Kirkland’s natural area park land by removing invasive plants
and planting native species for the sustainability of urban forests, wetlands and other habitats. Partnering with
citizens, groups and businesses since 2005, over 100,000 volunteer hours have restored approximately 95 acres.
Invasive plants such as English ivy and Himalayan blackberry are removed and replaced with native trees, shrubs
and groundcovers needed to sustain these natural areas. These restoration areas continue to benefit from ongoing
volunteer efforts to ensure that new plantings thrive.

Between 2005 and 2012, the program was financially at risk of losing sources to fund the necessary staff. Thanks to
the passage of the levy, the program has a dedicated funding source for staff to recruit volunteers and businesses,
write grants, train volunteers, coordinate restoration events, develop restoration plans, and provide education and
outreach to the community on the benefits of healthy forests and other natural areas.

ROSS KIRKLAND CORRIDOR ($100,000 levy funds)
Known as the CKC, the 5.75 mile Cross Kirkland Corridor traverses Kirkland from the South Kirkland Park and Ride
to the Totem Lake Business District. The City has completed construction of an interim recreational trail, while levy
funding was used to create an overall Master Plan for the corridor.

PLANNING/DESIGN PERMITTING W COMPLETE

WAVERLY BEACH PARK (30 levy funds)

Improvements to Waverly Beach completed previously included shoreline and beach upgrades, new pier decking,
lawn restoration and enhanced drainage, new pathways and new playground. In addition, the Kirkland Rotary Club
and Kirkland Parks Foundation raised funds to install a new picnic pavilion for the park. No park improvements were
completed in 2018; however, future improvements are in the planning stage.

EDITH MOULTON PARK ($1,000,000 levy funds)

Edith Moulton donated her family homestead, a 26-acre heavily wooded property in Juanita, to the public in 1967.
Kirkland assumed ownership from King County following annexation in 2011 and completed a park master plan
process in 2014. Final design and permitting for park improvements began in 2015 with construction occuring in
2017 and 2018. The renovated Park opened in 2018 and featured a new picnic shelter, playground, restroom,
off-leash dog trail, improved trails and environmental protections and enhancements.

PLANNING/DESIGN PERMITTING CONSTRUCTION COMPLETE

DOCK AND SHORELINE INFRASTRUCTURE REPAIRS ($100,000 levy funds)

Kirkland's 13 diverse Lake Washington waterfront parks provide opportunities for public access while balancing the
~peeds for habitat enhancement and maintaining ecological function. After a 2013 shoreline infrastructure assess-
1ent, levy funds were used to complete repairs to Houghton Beach Park in 2014, to improve boat launch and deck-

.1g at Houghton Beach Park in 2017 and Marina Park pier in 2018. Additional projects still need to be completed in
future years.

PLANNING/DESIGN PERMITTING CONSTRUCTION COMPLETE

JUANITA BEACH BATHHOUSE REPLACEMENT ($1,200,000 levy funds)

The levy will contribute funding to the replacement of the Juanita Beach Bathhouse and park improvements. In
2016, the City continued the planning and design process for the park enhancements. In 2017-2018, final design for
the new bathhouse, picnic shelters, playground and environmental enhancements were complete. The project was
in permitting and approvals in late 2018.

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ACCOUNTABILITY REPORT ON THE 2012 PARK LEVY PROGRAM: 2018 EDITION

The 2012 Park levy accounts for just over 1 percent of Kirkland residents’ property taxes, and yet it pays
for more than half of the city’s park improvement projects and makes up 20% of the department’s
budget for park maintenance and operations. Property tax is one of the largest City revenue sources
and provides significant support of the General Fund, Street Fund, and Park Levy funds. It accounts

for nearly one-fifth of the City’s General Fund. State law limits Kirkland to a maximum annual revenue
increase of 1% or the rate of inflation, whichever is less. State law also allows for new construction. Vot-
ers can give Kirkland authority to exceed this limitation, which they did November 6, 2012, when they
passed the Park Levy.
